o The CLG provides copies of all completed inventory forms to the SHPO. 

o The CLG's survey and inventory records are organized and accessible to the public.

o The CLG allows public participation for all matters scheduled for a public hearing.

including the reasons for making the decisions. 

o If applicable, the CLG carries out review of National Register nominations in accordance 

with CLG program procedures. 

o If applicable, the required expertise is utilized in reviewing National Register nominations.
